Prerequisite for Parents 
Purpose: To better equip parents to teach 

their youth! 

• Attend a Lutheran Basics course 

within three years prior to your youth 

beginning confirmation classes. 

• The Lutheran Basics course is offered 

once or twice each calendar year. 
 

Prerequisite for Youth 
Purposes: To encourage learning before 

classes begin and help students 

begin with similar knowledge! 

• Work with your parents to learn all 

the contents of this brochure. 

• Make an appointment with Pastor to 

go over the contents of this brochure 

several months before classes begin.

• Third:  Remember the Sabbath day 

by keeping it holy. 

• Fourth:  Honor your father and your 

mother. 

• Fifth:  You shall not murder. 

• Sixth:  You shall not commit adultery. 

• Seventh:  You shall not steal. 

• Eighth:  You shall not give false 

testimony against your neighbor. 

• Ninth:  You shall not covet your 

neighbor's house. 

• Tenth:  You shall not covet your 

neighbor's wife, or his manservant, or 

maidservant, his ox or donkey, or 

anything that belongs to your 

neighbor. 

What are the words of the three articles of 

the Apostles’ Creed? 

• First Article – Creation:                         

I believe in God, the Father Almighty, 

Maker of heaven and earth. 

• Second Article – Redemption:       

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our 

Lord, who was conceived by the Holy 

Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, 

suffered under Pontius Plate, was 

crucified, died, and was buried.  He 

descended into hell.  The third day He 

rose again from the dead.  He 

ascended into heaven and sits at the 

right hand of God, the Father 

Almighty.  From thence He will come 

to judge the living and the dead. 

• Third Article – Sanctification:              

I believe in the Holy Spirit; the holy 

Christian church, the communion of 

saints; the forgiveness of sins; the 

resurrection of the body; and the life 

everlasting.  Amen.
