NT LETTER (Epistle): Romans 14:1-12 NET

'Welcome the person who is weak in the
faith, but do not argue about different opinions.
’One person believes he can eat anything;
another person whose faith is weak eats only
vegetables. * Let there be no despising of the
person who does not eat by the one who does
eat. And let there be no criticism of the one who
eats by the one who does not eat, because God
has accepted that person. *Who are you to
criticize someone else's servant? It is a matter
for his lord to determine whether he succeeds or
fails.
